P. Co. Syracuse China:<p></center>Syracuse China Corporation, located in Syracuse, New York, was a manufacturer of fine china. Founded in 1871 as Onondaga Pottery Company (O.P. Co.) in the town of Geddes, New York, the company initially produced earthenware. In the late 19th century, O.P.Co., began producing fine china, for which it found a strong market particularly in hotels, restaurants, and railroad dining cars. The manufacturing facility in Syracuse closed in 2009 after 138 years in operation, and production was removed from North America.<p>The company was founded in 1841 as Farrar Pottery and was bought out in 1868. The name was changed to Empire Crockery Manufacturing Company. By 1871, it was changed again to Onondaga Pottery Company (O.P.Co.) and eventually to Syracuse China Corporation in June 1966 The china produced by the company had been backstamped with the Syracuse China logo since 1895. <p><P>
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<P> <p>From this information I believe that the 8 Porcelain Saucers and Tea Cups were possibly made in the time frame from 1927-1946 when the O. P. Co.  utilized the back stamp on these Porcelain dishes. <p>This wonderful set of O. P. Co. Syracuse China set of 8 is in excellent or better condition. No chips, crazing or rub marks. Appear to perhaps never been used.  8 saucers have the O.P.Co. Syracuse China markings showing “ORIENTAL”. Also on the back of the sauces are the following marks, 3 with a gold line, 2 with an R, 1 Q and 1 F.  8 of the cups have the gold line on the bottom as photo shows and two have a D and P on the back in Green as is the color of the markings on the saucer bottoms.  All of the Oriental design are identical on both the cups and saucers. The saucer size is 5 ¾ wide and ¾ inches high.  The cups are 3 7/8 inches wide and 2 inches high.
