This is the earliest of the Type 30 series with a flat bird’s head pommel, hook-type crossguard and contour wraparound grips fastened by rivets.  This piece can be found bright or blue blade.  The serial number is stamped on the end of the pommel. Five Arsenals produced this variation one of which was “JINSEN ARSENAL” as stamped on blade.  In the book along with the picture of the bayonet is the scabbard and noted that this is a later type of metal scabbard. The blade is marked with the “Jinsen” Arsenal mark. The bayonet fits the scabbard fine.  Blade not bent, exhibits loss of bluing as photo shows. It exhibits a couple of small nicks. A small piece of wood loss on underside of wooden bayonet hilt.  Latch functions fine.  The scabbard exhibits a slight bend, 3 small dents and paint or finish loss as photo shows. 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</font></font></font><p><font size="+1"><font color="black"><font size="+1"><p>The Type 30 bayonet was a bayonet designed for the Imperial Japanese Army to be used with the Arisaka Type 30 Rifle and was later used on the Type 38 and Type 99 rifles. Some 8.4 million were produced, and it remained in front-line use from the Russo-Japanese War to the end of World War II.<p>The Type 30 bayonet is also known as the “Pattern 1897 bayonet”. Early Type 30 bayonets usually sported a hooked quillion guard which gave it a distinct look, but later models had a straight hand guard.<p>

The design was intended to give the average Japanese infantryman a long enough reach to pierce the abdomen of a cavalryman. However, the design had a number of drawbacks, some caused by the poor quality of forgings used, which tended to rust quickly and not hold an edge, and to break when bent.<p>
The weapon was manufactured from 1897 to 1945 at a number of locations, including the Kokura Arsenal, Koishikawa Arsenal (Tokyo) and Nagoya Arsenal, as well as under contract by private manufacturers including Matsushita, Toyoda Automatic Loom and others.<p>
