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Item #1046. This offering is for the pictured vintage German Model 1871 Leather Ammo Pouch. In good used condition and dates from the Prussian War era. Original use was with the Model 1871 Mausers, these pouches were typicaly rebuilt and refurbished over years of service and continued in use into WW1.<p>

 Sound condition considering use, the closure straps on each side are present, leather is reasonably flexible and includes the internal divider. Small wear thru hole on the top lid edge. <p>

Paper label inside is soldier named and served in WW1 to the Grenadier Regiment, Konig Karl, (5 Wurtemburg) No 123, a unit that saw full WW1 service untill demobilization in 1919.<p>
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The cartridge boxes contain fabric webbing, that’s now too brittle to actually store ammo. I just put in a few for show. As you can see from the curve of the pouch and the belt loops, the tops open outward, away from the body. I picked these up from an Army Surplus store in Galveston Texas for less than ten bucks – Ah, the good old days.<p>

One of my pouches has the manufacturer’ stamp “W. JAGER, ELBERFELD” and is marked on the inside to the 124th Regiment, which I believe is a Württemberg Infantry regiment, followed by WLB, which I’m sure is part of the unit designation but I haven’t deciphered.<p>

The other pouch has part of the manufacturer’s stamp obscured, but was located in Bonn. The inside is marked to the 119th Regiment, also I believe Württemberg Infantry, and the date 1888.<p>1888 Dated Imperial German Mauser 1871/84 11mm Rifle Hard Case Ammunition Pouch/ Carrier With Several Regiment Marks Including The 125th & 7th Wurttemberg Regiments.
