This spectacular item offered for auction is in excellent nearly mint condition, no marks that I am aware of, I don’t believe that it has been shot.  No track marks on the cylinder.  This wonderful item is number 1320 or 1863 Gettysburg 1863 revolvers to be made. These are seldom seen on the secondary market.  I believe that they originally sold for $1395.00.<p>The revolver most often used by both Confederate and Union Forces during the bloody battles of the Civil War between the states is this “Gettysburg 1863” replica Revolver by Uberti .<p>To Honor the brave Americans who fought a Gettysburg, both North and South, “America Remembers”, in cooperation with the Civil War Preservation Trust offered this Beautifully Cased “Gettysburg 1863” commemorative Revolver.  Each tribute revolver was manufactured and artistically enhanced by Aldo Uberti of Italy by America Remembers” with artwork designed specifically for this tribute.  The quality an appearance of the decoration of this revolver speaks for its self.  I have taken numerous photos both in direct sunlight and indoors to highlight this wonderful piece of history.<p>The quality, appearance of this decorated revolver speaks for itself.  It appears to be in original factory condition, fully functional black powder firearms which as been highly embellished and decorated.  The barrel is inscribed in 24k Gold, the backstrap and triggerguard are 24k gold plated.  On each side of the frame above the trigger is a 24k gold inlaid cannon over a line of stars.  On the cylinder is a panoramic etching which captures Pickett’s Charge with each rotation of the cylinder as described by American Remembers:<p>On the cylinder, this highly detailed panoramic etching captures the drama of Pickett's Charge.  Note the detail in uniform and armament, and the Gettysburg farmhouse in the distance.  With each rotation of the cylinder, another piece of the drama unfolds.  A mounted officer falls to a rifleman's shot.  A Confederate infantryman swings his empty rifle at a sword-wielding Union soldier.  On horseback, on foot, and down on the ground, the battle is waged with pistols, bayonets, and knives.  All the excitement and fury of this moment are immortalized in this 24-karat gold panorama.  <p> The Walnut case has a burgundy colored velvet lining which is in very good condition.  A  few very minor scratches on the outside of the case.  The lid has a beautiful leather insert with the striking silhouette of a general at Gettysburg and stamped gold above the titled “GETTYSBURH 1863”. <P>    I like to leave the items as found from an estate sale. There is some dust or tiny white specs which can be seen in the photos do to the macro imaging of my camera.  A couple of the pictures of the barrel shows white dust spots with a close up photo.   The  Colt is in what I would call mint condition as photos show.<p> In side the case includes a brass plaque on the inside of the lid. “GETTYSBURG 1863 REVLVER, UNITED STATES SOCIETY OF ARMS AND ARMOUR.<P>Inside the case as mentioned earlier are replica of the Gettysburg Address on Parchment paper and (2) Sold Brass Belt Buckles (1 Union and 1 Confederate).  This Commemorative Revolver is # 1320 of a limited edition of 1,863.
